Job summary

This post will work as part of the Camden Alcohol Misuse Prevention Team, contributing to the team’s overall work programme and objectives. The purpose of this post is to reduce the impact of alcohol misuse on young adults and communities in Camden, especially with regard to binge drinking. It will involve leading on developing prevention and intervention programmes and campaigns, providing education and support to young adults (including students), coordinating training for professionals, working with Community Safety and Licensing colleagues to promote sensible drinking and co-ordinating advocacy work amongst the young adults of Camden.  The post holder will work closely with the Health Promotion and Inequalities Team who manage a matrix structure for health promotion across Choosing Health topics, settings and life stages.

Main DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIes:

Policy / Service Development / Implementation
3.1 To ensure that all alcohol interventions and programmes link with national and local initiatives and strategies including: Choosing Health,  ‘Safe, Sensible, Social’, Camden Alcohol  Harm Reduction Strategy, Camden Together, Camden Annual Public Health Report, as well as contributing to national and local targets.
3.2 To lead the development and implementation of evidence based alcohol misuse prevention interventions amongst young adults
3.3 To establish close working links with partners and develop opportunities for joint initiatives to reduce the harm from alcohol in Camden
3.4 To lead on the implementation of social marketing campaigns amongst young adults to promote a sensible drinking culture and improve the awareness of the potential harms of alcohol through targeted messages.
3.5 To work closely with students at staff at Camden’s universities and higher education establishments with the aim of reducing alcohol misuse amongst this population.
3.6 To increase alcohol outreach work to target the groups of young adults most likely to misuse alcohol, as identified in Camden Alcohol Needs Assessment.
3.7 Work collaboratively with licensees and council colleagues to ensure responsible advertising and promote sensible drinking practices across Camden, including server training.
3.8 To promote the delivery of screening and brief interventions for alcohol misuse across a range of settings, including criminal justice and higher education establishments.
3.9 To improve communication and involvement of the young people in  addressing alcohol misuse and the impact on the community
3.10 To act as a source of knowledge, to provide up to date information, evidence, advice and support referrals for young people who have an alcohol problem, and to those working with them.
3.11 To work with Community Safety, Police and A&E colleagues in implementing initiatives to reduce alcohol related violence especially in Camden’s hotspots- Camden Town, Covent Garden and Holborn
3.12 To help develop the ‘Alternative Response Vehicle ‘pilot project (ambulance based in Camden’s night time hotspots to deal with intoxicated people plus minor injuries as a result of alcohol misuse) in partnership with London Borough of Camden and London Ambulance Service with the aim of reducing attendances at A&E as a result of alcohol;.
3.13 To write and present an annual evaluation report on alcohol health promotion activities amongst young adults including recommendations for future work.
3.14 To share evidence and examples of successful practice and disseminate at local, regional and national level including making presentations and running workshops at conferences, as necessary.
3.15 To support any other health promotion initiatives as required by the Public Health Directorate, especially around young adults.

3.16 Contribute to the overall objectives and work programme of the Public Health Directorate and the Primary Care Trust through attendance at meetings as appropriate and contributing to reports and research on request
3.17 Ensure that all work is carried out in an equal opportunities framework, and addresses inequality and health. 

3.18 Undertake any other duties which may be allocated by the line manager, and as agreed in consultation with the post holder and commensurate with the grading of the post

The main duties listed above will be reviewed regularly with the post holder who will be subject to annual performance review.

· To facilitate and deliver relevant accredited and non-accredited training programmes including assessing competencies.

· To work with and assist the Health Intelligence Team to develop population based indicators for monitoring the need for, and effectiveness of alcohol interventions. To ensure the dissemination of timely and accurate performance and quality data to the PCT and partner agencies

Research and Development
· To contribute to, and support evaluations and research projects focusing on alcohol within the PCT.

· To research the evidence base to support the design and delivery of high quality Public Health 
Freedom to Act
· To personally deliver the bulk of relevant project work for assigned projects (e.g. writing, researching, organising meetings or events, providing briefings and feedback to their line managers and the Director etc).

· To suggest new activities which progress projects 

· To represent the  Public Health Directorate in a variety of fora.

· To be responsible for identifying any Public Health risk to the line manager. 

· To maintain these competencies required to fill this job description and actively participate in professional development.
